Photogenic Award Category:

Photogenic Category entries are judged at the pageant and turned in at registration. B/W or Color: sizes 5X7, 8X10 and 9X12 are all acceptable. 

Schedule

Ages 0-8 Registration 9AM, pageant begins on stage at 10:30. Order of Events: Beauty, ProAm Modeling, Talent with Crowning, Holiday Treats and Santa to follow!

Ages 9 & up: Registration at 1pm, pageant begins on stage at 2pm in the same order as morning session. Crowning, Holiday Treats and Santa to follow! 

CONTESTANT AGE DIVISIONS:

If your child’s Birthday has just past, within 30 days of the pageant,

You may choose to compete in either division.

Girls: Babies through adult Miss and Mrs. Divisions.

0–18 months, 19-35 months, 3-4 years, 5-6 years, 7-8 years, 9-10 years, 11-12 years, 13-15 years, 16-19 years, 20-26 years, Ms/Mrs.

Boys: Age Divisions will be determined based on entries

Holiday Pageant Attire
Beauty/Formal Wear:

Baby girls through age 8: wear short party, holiday, or pageant dresses with dress shoes, anklet socks and no nylons. 

Hair bows are allowed on babies. 

Girls, ages 9 and up: wear long or tea length holiday, prom or pageant dresses, nylons and dress shoes. 

Boys: Suit, Sunday Best, or tuxedos. No tennis shoes.

Hair & Make-up:

Make-up is not necessary for children under age 3. Make-up should be age appropriate and enhance natural beauty. Heavy makeup and dark lipstick colors are not recommended. Pageant hairstyles are acceptable.

Talent and Modeling Categories:

Costume or modeling outfit of choice. Hats, gloves, and props are allowed. 

Glitz, trims, bows etc. are allowed on party/formal wear, talent and modeling outfits. Attire is not scored in any category. 

1. PARTICIPATION GUIDELINES:

2. All contestants and their families are expected to be role models while at the pageant. This entails exhibiting good sportsmanship and ordinary polite behavior at the pageant. Poor sportsmanship, rudeness to anyone including hotel staff, gossiping, abusive language, disciplining children in an abusive manner, and use of alcohol, tobacco or illegal drugs in the competition area or dressing rooms are grounds for dismissal without refund from the pageant. We also reserve the right to refuse entry to anyone at our discretion. A decision to decline entry will not be based on any reason that violates civil rights.

3. All guests are asked to applaud for each and every contestant on stage. There is no advantage for excessive clapping for any particular contestant. So please make every contestant feel welcomed and appreciated.

4. Baby divisions are escorted on stage by the contestant chaperone. 

5. Coaching is NOT ALLOWED for contestants over 5 years old. Any coaching in the 5 and over age divisions will result in point reductions.

6. Time limits for being on stage are as follows: 90 seconds for beauty, modeling, and commercial and 3 minutes for talent.  Contestants will be by M/C for exiting stage on time. Point reductions will result for exceeding time limits..

7. Contestants and families may not approach or speak to the judges prior to or during the competition. Judges will wear identifiable ”judge” badges.

SCORING GUIDELINES:

· Note: there is no score for attire. No point reductions for crooked or missing teeth. There is no comparison between contestants, each contestant is judged individually and there is no line-up.
